Excitable
Archives

Over many
years now, St. John’s has spent
much time and effort organizing
our archives, especially through
the help of Ann Turnock and
Victoria Waters. We are very
thankful for their ministry.

In August of this year, our
diocesan archivist, John Beatty
and his wife Amy of Trinity Fort
Wayne, collected some of our
major records, including our pre-
1960s Church Registers. These
records will be copied twice. One
copy will rest in a fire-safe vault
at the Fort Wayne Library
archive. St. John’s will receive
the originals and a second copy
for our own storage and use. This
service is provided through the
Diocese of Northern Indiana to
help preserve our records.

Prayer Bible Study

As one of the representatives for Congregational Development Institute
through the Diocese, we were given an assignment to develop a project
which would help promote spiritual growth within our congregations.
The project that | chose was to introduce a Prayer Bible Study this
summer.

Seven of us met for seven weeks to explore many facets of prayer, using a
formal study guide---PRAYER An Adventure with God. On completion
of the study guide, the Keirsey Temperament Sorter, a self-administered
personality test was made available to those who wished to take it. There
is a theory by Chester P. Michael and Marie C. Norrisey in Prayer and
Temperament—Different Prayer Forms for Different Personality Types,
that certain personality types thrive on certain prayer forms. This close fit
is believed to promote spiritual growth and fulfillment.

Our final session had Fr. Dan presenting a “prayer lab”, instructing the
group on a variety of prayer forms. The consensus was that we all learned
a great deal from this study and the presentation.

From the Senior Warden

The vestry met in early August to conduct a review of our ministries
which included looking at what we do well and what would we like to do
better. During discussion, one vestry member shared that the ministry he
was actively involved in was doing well. However, he was disappointed
that more parishioners were not involved in that ministry or volunteering
to become involved. This was a highly visible ministry and they had
published requests for more volunteers and posted sign-up sheets and they
were not seeing parishioners offer to participate.

Another vestry member made the suggestion that they try reaching out
with a personal invitation to join in the ministry. This vestry member
went on to explain that he was involved in a ministry he never considered
joining. However, someone extended a personal invitation that he
accepted and found that he really enjoyed the ministry.

News from the Pantry Shelves

The first 6 months of 2010 have continued to show growth and success for
St. John’s Pantry. We are now open each Wednesday and Saturday
morning from 8:30 — 10:00 and allow clients to visit twice per month.
Currently we feed nearly 100 families per week with a goal of 150.

In addition to the generous private donations (both food and monetary)
from parishioners and friends, we have been awarded a total of $16,000
through government/private grants and gifts in kind of $9,000. Because of
these monies, we are not only able to fund our Pantry, but also assist some
worthy Elkhart agencies serving Women & Children, most notably...

e Funding a Back Pack Program to feed 50 impoverished children at
Monger School.

e Partnering with St. John’s Outreach committee by providing the
funding for a Back Pack Program to help feed an additional 50
impoverished children at Beardsley School.

e Partnering with the YMCA Wanke Children’s Program to provide
powdered milk and healthy nutritional bars for daily snacks. This
program was recently extended to the Y’s Summer Children
Program.

¢ We now have many volunteers from outside of our parish, some
being clients and neighbors. In fact, on most Wednesday and
Saturday mornings, they outnumber the parish volunteers!

e The “Blanket Ladies” continues to contribute up to 40 quilted
blankets per month to our ministry which we then distribute to the
children of our clients.

e We’ve computerized our operation and are now able maintain our
Client Reports as well as track and report our USDA inventories
electronically. This will also help us to be more efficient as we
grow and to ensure good stewardship of funds.

FROMTHE The Restless Rector’'s Requite

‘ September is the time when churches celebrate the beginning and the revival of various ministry
ZV !+ programs. Instead of listing them all here or sharing the many reasons why our various
ministries are fantastic and that you should consider being involved — | urge you to explore the
Rector many other articles and calendar entries that do just that.

Consider following me on a journey for a moment by this simple question: Why should I be involved in my
church (besides Sunday morning)?

To answer that question we should really ask another question: Is church really just about Sunday morning?

For some yes and we should celebrate the fact that people come to worship with us on Sunday morning. As
many have noticed, we should celebrate the fact that our attendance has increased. Great. Wonderful. We
need to celebrate the fact that more people are celebrating the Sunday Eucharist with us.

That doesn’t really answer the second question. Is church really just about Sunday morning? It’s certainly not
about statistics. It’s not about beefing up membership and it’s definitely not about money. As we know and
say, the church is more than a building. It’s the Body of Christ coming together. We’ve heard it expressed
many ways that our faith is not something to be practiced as 1) a shoe-box hobby exercised when we feel like it
or 2) as a civic write-off to let others know that we’re modestly, decent folk.

Churches that grow are churches that are healthy and churches that are healthy are churches that transform lives.
Sounds like a slogan, eh? The spiritual writer Eugene Peterson once compared churches to plants. This might
sound odd, but it’s true. Plants don’t stagnate. They’re either growing to the sun and water or they’re starving
and dying; one or the other. This is true of churches. We are either reaching out to be fed by the Son in the
promises of the waters of baptism — or we’re starving. There is no stagnation — because stagnation really means
death.

Churches that feed on the Word and allow others that opportunity are more than just Sunday morning churches.
Using food as an illustration, Sunday morning is the big feast. We come to be fed together. Yet, we need more
than one meal a week to sustain us. This doesn’t mean we need to be involved in everything. The church is full
of gluttons too. There’s a healthy balance. Consider your own involvement: are you feasting or fasting or
being a glutton? Is God challenging you in your stagnation? Is God beckoning you to back off? Is God
nudging you to try something new? Is God comforting you to try again something familiar but with a new
spice?

Churches that experience transformation, health, and growth do so by providing many ways to celebrate and
feast together. Some churches find this difficult — when the only way to experience guests and new comers in
worship is only through Sunday morning. Likewise, some churches struggle because they offer many
community programs that have very little to do with being fed by the Son. Outside programs can be wonderful
additions but that doesn’t equate to transformation through Word and Sacrament.

Let’s go back to that first question: why should I be involved in my church? For the simple reason the church
needs you, but likewise, we need the church. We are the church. The church cannot exist without our
involvement — with people sharing of their ministries. If we claim to be transformed — if we tell others in the
community that we’re Christians and we go to that downtown church with the big tower — then we will be
perceived and even judged by others by our own involvement. Are we an exciting, dynamic church that
transforms people’s lives through discipleship? Or are we an exclusive club with thinning membership because
no one really remembers why we go in the first place — and you can even smell the stagnation? Or to use the
plant metaphor — you can even smell the rot. (cont &nekt page)




I don’t mean to be provocative. I mean to be honest. Replace the word “involvement” with the word
“character.” Why should I be a character in my church? And by character, we hopefully mean a virtuous one.
Sadly, too many churches can foster toxic character traits — like poison ivy growing on a beautiful oak tree. To
counter this, perhaps we should paraphrase JFK: “Ask not what that church can DO for me, but what can | BE
for the church.” Our character as individual believers becomes the church’s character as a whole. Virtue and
character — all we do and become as committed Christians — that’s discipleship. That’s our call together to be
involved. It can even surprise us.

A nice place to end this reflection would be an inspiring story. Instead, | offer a challenge. The next time we
turn on the news, go on-line, or read a newspaper — can we find stories that inspire and surprise us — stories of
character and discipleship, compassion and humility, of faith and devotion — that need to be shared? Can we
look inside and find our own stories to share?
